As very briefly reported in the last
Pension News, London Life lost a
dear long-standing servant at the
end of last year and | thought |
should mark the occasion with a
brief obituary, based on her own
writing up of her life.

Elsie was born in 1920 in Liverpool
and lost her father to pneumonia
before she was two years old. Her
mother was left with no pension or
child allowance so, in order to live,
they took in paying guests.

She spent all her school holidays with
her great aunt and uncle and great
grandfather. She recalls that they were
very strict but their hearts were in the
right place!

Her school reports say she did quite
well — particularly in Maths and
English, but financial circumstances
meant that she could not continue her
education after the age of 16. Her
school curriculum covered shorthand
and typing so she joined the firm of
WR Jacobs (as in biscuits) as a junior
typist in 1938. She stayed there until
September 1942 when she was
conscripted into the ATS. Having led

a very sheltered life, she found it quite
a shock to spend the next four years
sharing a barrack room with 20+ girls
with different upbringings.

Although her civilian job had been
kept open for her, she decided to take
up a position of Secretary with the
Liverpool Branch of London Life and

thus started a relationship that was to
last for the next 61 years. In 1958 she
joined the National Hospital Reserve,
completed the course and became a
Voluntary Nursing Auxiliary. She also
decided to sit the Chartered Insurance
Institute exams and was the only girl
taking the exams in Liverpool. She
qualified as an ACIl and was awarded
the Past President’s Prize for the best
result amongst the Liverpool
candidates! If she hadn’t have been
offered promotion, she would also
have become a Fellow three years later.

The promotion meant moving to our
then Head Office in King William
Street, London to become Executive
Secretary to the Actuary & General
Manager. In 1970 she organised the
first Pensioners’ Reunion and she has
been involved in every one since.

She also continued to send a birthday
card to each pensioner she knew.

Elsie retired at the end of 1979 to
look after her mother, who died in
December 1980. In 1981 she took
on the task of looking after the
bookings of the West Wickham
Methodist Church premises, together
with serving on various committees
and being Treasurer for Overseas
Missions. In retirement, Elsie enjoyed
many holidays abroad, including

America/Canada, China, Australia/New

Zealand, Turkey, Greece and Iceland.

She lists her hobbies as having been
tennis, netball, and hockey and was
a very keen Scottish Country dancer.

Less energetic pursuits included
reading, needlework, knitting and
bridge. She was also keen on music
and was a member of the West
Wickham Recorded Music Society.

Although she had no living relations,
Elsie was blessed with many very good
friends and London Life pensioners will
sadly miss her at future reunions.
